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NEW PLAYWRIGHT SUBMISSION INFORMATION

Submission Requirements:


Existing scripts:  

Playwrights will need to provide a full copy of the script in either digital or printed form. In addition, ETC would like playwrights to submit a brief summary of why they feel that their play should be performed by ETC. 

Within 3 weeks of submission, the Australian Playwrights Coordinator will contact applicants to advise whether or not the play is suitable for the company. If successful, applicants can then attend a meeting where they can discuss their script in further detail. 

ETC will then offer playwrights a staged reading of their play by professional actors. Following this, the Australian Playwrights Coordinator will discuss with applicants the possibility of including the play in our next season. 

Scripts in Development / Concept Pitches

Applicants are also encouraged to pitch scripts in development of concepts for unwritten scripts. 

For unwritten script concepts, applicants can discuss the concept with the playwrights coordinator.  Applicants must provide examples of past writing experience. If the coordinator deems the concept to be consistent with ETC’s repertoire, ETC may commission the script. 

For scripts in development, the Playwrights Coordinator will offer the applicant full dramaturgical assistance. Dino Dimitriadis has extensive experience in dramaturgy and will work with successful applicants to develop their scripts. 

In summary, successful applicants receive:

1. Detailed analysis of their submitted work with written feedback
1. Full dramaturgical assistance by a dramaturg with professional industry experience
1. A staged reading of their work by professional actors
1. Possible inclusion in a future ETC season
1. Rights and or commission for the play to be performed by ETC pending acceptance into a Season
